NEW DE_LHI: Over the last few 
weelcs, metallic sheets that 
shielded a massive construction 
site at Nauroji Nagar in south 
Delhi for dose to three years have 
begun to be gradually removed, 
slowly l"l'\-'ealing a first glimpse of 
the national capital's first World 
Trade Centre (Wl'C)- the spar­
kling glass fa~de of 12 newly 
built l<Mtorey towers. 

The site, which is spread 
across 25 acres of land, have 
replactd 600-odd residential 
quarters that housed govern­
ment employees for close to five 

decades -one of seven general 
pool residential aa:ommodation 
(GPRA) colonies in the city, 
along with Sarojlnl Nagar, Nau­
roji Nagar, Kasturba Nagar. Net­
aji Nagar, Srinlvaspwi, Moham­
madpur, and Thyagraj Nagar, 
which has been redeveloped. 

The project, Ucenc:ed by New 
York's World Trade Centre Asso­
ciation (WTCA), has 3.4 million 
sq ft in commercial area, and 
selling~ here raises much of 
the funds required for redevel­
oping the seven GPRA colonies. 

The cost for 02.835 crore for 
the seven GPRA. while the wrc 
project cost an estimated U.694 
crore, officials said

ings are ready to be occupied. 
Two Central departments have 
already started functioning from 
the complex," an official from

target is to complete the con­
struction of the WTC and the 
sale of commercial space by the 
end of the current financial ;,:ar, 
with 80% of the space already 
sold. with some of the successful 
bidders including HDFC. GAIL, 
Petronet LNG, and Oil India.
