New Delhi: Moving beyond its
traditional focusonthe housing
Sector, Delhi Development Aut-
hority (DDA) is set to develop a
‘World-class education city spre-
ad across 61 acres in sectors G7
-and G8of Narela.

It is set to comprise scho-
ols, colleges. technical institu-
tes, research centres, training
institutes and finishing scho-
ols, a DDA official said.

The Authority has invited
applications from reputable in-
stitutions with proven experien-
ce in developing and operating
large-scale educational facilities.
The land parcels will be leased
for 55 years through anauction.

“The hub will also include
provisions for digital learning
zones, libraries and innovation
hubs. Ancillary facilities, such
as accommodation for students,
faculty, staff and guests will be
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Development norms specifi-
ed for university campuses un-
der Master Plan for Delhi
(MPD), 2021 will be followed. A
permissible floor area ratio
(FAR)of 225and amaximum he-
ight of 37 metres will be allowed
for university buildings. For re-
sidential quarters, norms appli-
cable to group housing will be
followed, allowing construction
on 25% of the total land area
(with 33.33% ground coverage
and a FAR of 200).

Additionally; sports and cul-
tural facilities will be developed
on 15% of the hub, while parks
and landscaped spaces willoccu-
py another 15%. The entire faci-
lity will be encircled by a 40-met-
re-wide road for smooth vehicu-
larmovement and accessibility.

DDA will focus on integra-
ting the project with public
transit systems, ensuring pe-
destrianfriendly. pathways,
adequate parking, cycling and
EV infrastructure to make it a
preferred destination for stu-
