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DDA proposes changes to TOD
policy in 2021 Delhi master plan

NEW DELHI: The Delhi Devel-
opment Authority (DDA) has
pProposed amendments to the
Master Plan of Delhi, 2021
(MPD-2021), liberalising the
city’s Transit Oriented Develop-
ment (TOD) policy.

Officials said that 207 square
kilometres (sqm) of ]and along
a 500-metre belt on either side
of transit corridors will be open
for redevelopment of high-rise
hubs and mixed-use nodes,

Additionally, the minimum
plot size for TOD eligibility has
been slashed by 80%, from
10,000 sqm to 2,000 sqm and
developers will now be able to
build at a sign ificantly higher
floor area ratio (FAR) of

» up from the previous
cap of 300, added officials,

The revamped policy estab-
lishes TOD as a central plan-
ning tool for high-density resi-
dential and commercial devel-
opment around metro and
RRTS corridors, DDA officials

said.

The policy was driven over
the last six months through
extensive consultations
between lieutenant governor
VK Saxena and Union housing
and urban affairs minister ML
Khattar, they added,

“The aim is to bring homes,
workplaces and civic amenitieg
within the walking distance of
transit stations to cut depend-
ence on private vehicles and
reduce pollution. The changes
promise to reshape the
national capital’s skyline,
expand housing supply and
push residents towards mass
transit in an unprecedented
way," DDA official added,

It further mandates that §5%
of the permissible FAR be used
to create smaller dwelling units
of under 100 sqm of carpet
area, a move aimed at easing
Delhi's ¢hronic shortage of
affordable housing.

Another 10% of the land
must be reserved as green area,
while both horizontal and ver-
tical mixes of uses will be per-
-

mitted from shops and offices
to studio apartments, officials
added.

“Parking norms have been
tightened with a cap of one
Equivalent Car Space (ECS) per
100 sqm of FAR, and at least
30% of all parking in TOD plots
will be opened for the publie.
Approvals will also be fast-
tracked and consolidated into 2
single fee called TOD charges,
pooled into a dedicated fund
for area improvement,” the
official added,

The policy, however,
excludes ecologically and his-
torically sensitive zones includ-
ing Zone 0, monument-pro-
tected areas, the Lutyens’, Civil
Lines bungalow zones, and
cantonment and defence areas,
added officials,

If implemented effectively,
the policy could steer Delhi
closer to global cities defined
by walkability, mass transit,
and vertical living with high-
rise corridors rising and f;
across the urban landscape,
officials added.

units. The DDA said the scheme
is dedicated to “Only eligible
employees... will be allowed to
apply,” an official said.

for MIG, and 320 for EWS, The
pocket is located adjacent to G
T Karnal Road and the Urban
Extension Road (UER) 2, with
officialssaying thelocation has
seen improved connectivity
overthe past year.

InPocket 6, the DDA will put

The Narela sub-city, re-
cently renamed as Vindhyac-
hal, is among the DDA’s three
mega sub-city projects. While
work in Narela started in the
late 1980s, alongside Rohini
and Dwarka sub-cities, con-
struction picked up only
around 2000, with the DDA
having started to offer flats for
purchase around 2010. :

Overthe years, theDDA'has
struggled to find buyers for its
housing inventory of more
than 70,000 flats primarily due
to a lack of connectivity with
other partsof Delhi. Bytheend
of 2023, it had more than
40,000 unsold flats in Narela,
