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Asita’s Green Lawns
Now Open For Events

Rentals To Range From 740,000 To 3.3 Lakh

New Delhi: After Baansera,
DDA has opened bookings for
the green lawns of Asita
Park, near ITQ, for various
socio-cultural events.

The daily rental charges
will vary depending on the
lawn booked and range from
Rs 40,000-3.3 1akh.

In addition, cleaning
charges will be levied at the
rate of Rs 2.75 per sqm, while
rental charges will include
parking for 40 vehicles.

Amaximum of three days
will be permitted for instal-
ling and dismantling of es-
sentially non-permanent,
eco-friendly tents.

“To connect the people of
Delhi to the Yamuna, DDA
has decided to allow the boo-
king of events atthelush gre-
en lawns of Asita Park, The
initiative isunderthe guidan-
ceof lieutenant governor VK
Saxena. He has been monito-
ringthe restoration of the Ya-
muna floodplain... including
Baansera and Asita,” a DDA
official said.

People can book the lawn
space according to the daily
rates. These include: water-
body lawn at Rs 50,000 (1,560
sgqm), canna lawn at Rs 1.40
lakh (2,860 sgm), main cong-
regation lawn at Rs 2.90 lakh
(8,900sqm),Budhal.awnatRs
110 lakh (3,270 sqm), Surya
Lawn at Rs 40,000 {800 sqm),
café lawn at Rs 1.00 lakh (3,000
sqm), and circular lawn at Rs
3.301akh (13,720 sqm).

“Unlike  other areas,
which can be booked for a
maximum of three days, the
circular lawn may be provi-
ded for a maximum of fiveda-
ys,” theofficial said.

DDA clarified that all hoo-
kings will be governed by en-
vironmental and regulatory
safeguards. “The events will
be monitered to ensure that

all activities are in accordan-
ce with the guidelines of Na-
tional Green Tribunal and
othercourts,” anofficial said.

Spanning approximately
197 hectares near Laxmi Na-
gar in east Delhi, Asita is
among thel0floodplain areas
revived along the Yamuna, Its
total area is about 200 hecta-
res, from the Old Railway
Bridge to the ITO barrage, on
the eastern bank, of which 90
hectares is with DDA and the
remaining with UP's irriga-
tion department, which is al-
sobeingrestored by DDA,

Itasearlieranencroached
upon and degraded landsea-
pe that was polluting the ri-
ver. Intensive restoration
work was done to create the
greenspace,

At Baansera, the park is
divided into five categories,
and depending on the site or
area, booking feesrange from
Rs25,000to Rs3.561akh per day,
in addition to security and
other charges. The venues in-
clude a lawn area café terrace
measuring 840 sqm, and the

proposed booking rate will be
Rs 25,000 per day, in addition
toRs12,500as asecurity depo-
sitforthisarea.

The second category is a
lawn area with floral terrace,
including a rain shelter. This
measures 450 sqm. The boo-
king rate for this is Rs 15,000,
in addition to a Rs 7,500 secu-
rity deposit,

For booking a bigger area
for any event, DDA will also

take installation and dis- -

mantling charges, For ex-
ample, an area called floral
gardenandfloral terrace, me-

asuring 2,100 sqm, can beboo-

ked at the rate of Rs 30,000, in
additiontoRs15,000as securi-
ty and Rs 5,000 per day rates
for Installatmn and dismant-
ling of tents. A maximum of
two days will be given for ten-
ted events here,

Another category is the
green area table top plat-
eau, measuring 12,000 sqm.

Giving a boost to tourism at
banks of the River Yamuna,
the Delhi Development
Authority (DDA) has allowed
bookings of lush green lawns
of Asita Park near ITO, for
various socio-cultural events,
it said on Thursday.

Giving details of the unique
step, the DDA said thisinitia-
tive has been taken underthe
guidance and supervision of
Delhi Lt Governor VK Saxena,
who played a crucial role,
right from the conception to
the development of various

riverfront projects in the city,
that include Baansera and
Asita. The approved daily
rental charges at Asita, vary
depending on the lawn and
range from 340,000 to 73.3
lakh. various lawns at Asita
are being made available
for public use, and public
can book these spaces as
per their respective daily
rental rates.

The rates and area, are as
follows: Water Body Lawn at
750,000 (1,560 sqm), Canna
Lawn at 271.40 lakhs (2,860
sqm), Main Congregation
Lawn at 22.90 lakhs (8,900
sqm), Budha Lawn at %1,10
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lakhs {3,270 sqm), Surya Lawn
at 740,000 (800 sgm]}, Café
Lawn at ?1.00 lakhs (3,000
sqm), and Circular Lawn at
73.30 lakhs (13,720 sqm).

A maximum period of
three days shall be permitted
forinstallation and disman-
tling activities of essentially
non-permanent eco-friendly
tentage structures.

The Circular Lawn may be
provided for a maximum
duration of five days.
Cleaning charges shall be
levied at the rate of ¥2.75 per
sqm. One Or more areas may
be rented simultaneously,
with higher applicable rates

in cases of multiple area
bookings. Rental charges will
include parking facility for 40
vehicles.

All bookings shall be gov-
emed by environmental and
regulatory safeguards to
ensure that any activity
carried out enhances the
public experience of the
Yamuna without disturbing
its ecological character and
is carried out strictly in accor-
dance with the guidelines
issued by the National Green
Tribunal (NGT} and other
applicable guidelines of the
Hon'ble Courts.

Asita project developed

by DDA underthe consistent
guidance of the Lt Governor,
was earlier an encroached
degraded landscape, pollut-
ing the river directly.

Spanning approximately
197 hectares near Laxmi
Nagarin East Delhi, Asita rep-
resents a major initiative to
restore the ecological health
of the River Yamuna and its
floodplains. This develop-
ment provides a vital green
space for the city, featuring
greenways along major
roads for public recreation,
designated ecological zones,
and a green buffer along
the river channel.
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
