The event aggregator will
design a programme centred on
twokey themes —artand cultu-
re,and healthand wellness. Per-
missionwill be granted tohosta
minimum of 16eventsannually,
with the number extendable for
up to 24 events on a pro-rata li-
cence fee basis, Most program-
mes are expected to be schedu-
led between Sept and April.
“While retaining creative
Independence and aligning
with DDA's vision of culture
and heritage preservation, the
aggregator will be encouraged
to design events around the-
mes such as music, dance, the-
atre, literature, crafts, culina-
ry heritage, yoga, fitness,
sports, mindfulness and com-
uﬁl'm.i[ :wellbelng," the autho-

rity stated in the request for
proposal (RFP)issued recently.

However, certain activities
— including political rallies,
processions, campaign events,
product launches, weddings
and fireworks displays, motor
rallies, drone shows (without .
approval), or mechanised acti-
vities that risk public safety or
damage park infrastructure —
will be strictly prohibited un-
der the policy.

Entrymay beticketed, and
the aggregator may adopt
mixed revenue models combi-
ning ticketed and sponsored
programmes.

The event organiser will be
allowed to use only the booked
spaces, and additional areas -
can be utilised with prior app-
roval from DDA. Theauthority
will not be held liable if an
event cannot take place due to
non-production of licences,
lack of statutory approvals, or
unforeseen circumstances
suchas fire, strike, earthquake
orflood, officials said.

Installation of tentsoruse
of open areas will also requi- °
re prior approval. In case of
misuse of the space, the orga-
niser will be liable for action
asdecided by DDA.

The organiser will be re-
sponsible for proper disposal of
rubbish and maintaining the
premises as tobaccofree and -
spit-free zones. Any instanceof .
spitting by organisers, ven-

dors, employees or guests will |

attract a fine of Rs 500 per inci-
dent, besides possible action
under the Prevention of Dama-
getoPublic Property Act, 1984.
Branding at venues will be
permitted only at designated
spaces and after consultation
with DDA. The organiser will
