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Delhi to develop cycle
track along riverfront

New Delhi: Delhi govt has
proposed ‘developing a dedi-
cated cycle track along the Ya-
muna riverfront through
DDA, aimed at promoting
green mobility and reducing
pollution in the capital.

Presenting the budget
Tuesday, CM Rekha Gupta
said work on the project has
begun. The plan envisions a
53km continuous cycling and
walking track, stretching
from Wazirabad Barrage to
Kalindi Kunj Biodiversity
Park. The project, to be exe-
cuted in three phases, is ex-
pected to be completed within
three years. It is aimed at en-
couraging  non-motorised
transport, enhancing public
spacesand improvingtheeco-
logical landscape along the
Yamuna floodplains.

CM also announced Delhi
govt, in collaboration with
MCD, plans to develop five
parking facilities to improve
urban mobility and ease con-

gestion. A recent presenta-
tion by MCD listed sites iden-
tified for multi-level parking
- Bank Street in Karol Bagh,
Punjabi Bagh Club Road,
Bharat Darshan Park, Shas-
tri Park in Karol Bagh, Rajen-
