Vice-Chairman, Delhi Development Authority further illustrated

This was followed by some comments by Shri Uttam
Prakash Bansal, Membor, Metropolitan Council, He obscrved
that it was necessary to carry out a fresh soclo-economic
survey of the Walled City arca. He also suggested ﬁore
F.A.8, by allowing three to four storeyed buildings wherever
it is possible in view of width of roads in place of 2%
storeyed buildings permissible as per building bye-laws,

He desired that some tentative proposals and plans shruld
in the first instance be prepared and brought up be o the
Advisory Council, Then only the Council.could examine

and advise in the matter,
