(iv)  The Committee will short list the bids according to capabilities and skills of the
tenderers as per Technical Evaluation Criteria and open the financial bids of only
the short-listed tenderers who are found technically qualified.

Financial Evaluation: In this process, the financial proposal of the Agency declared
qualified technically shall be opened by indicating the date and time set for opening of
its Financial Proposal. The information of this date and time may be sent by registered
letter, facsimile, or electronic mail.

DDA is working towards protecting and developing city forests notonly to create the
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much-needed lung spaces for growing metropolis but also to provide people with a healthy,
beautiful ambience to live in. Massive afforested areas have been developed by the DDA
to harmonise the balance in the fast-polluting capital city.

DDA has developed 25 sprawling City Forests, spread over 460 hectare all over the city.
These are the natural lungs of the city that counter pollution and environmental
degradation.DDA has afforested massive areas under to recreate city forests, as a counter
to the pollution in the city, creating oxygen banks for neighboring colonies.Tall trees and
the shrubbery, the chirping of birds and even the sense of the wild, balance the urban
hustle-bustle and the consequent stresses and strains.A veritable paradise for morning
walkers and natures lovers, 25 such protected forests are under the current jurisdiction of
the DDA.

Yamuna and Aravalli Biodiversity Parks have found place in the world map, having attracted
the attention of people from all walks of life. The biological communities developed in them
continue to attract animals. There has been a substantial increase in the population sizes of
different locally threatened animal species. Both parks have three to four prey-predator
interactions. The canopies of the forest communities developed have reached an average
height of 40 ft. The number of birds sighting have increased. The floodwater stored in the
wetlands of Yamuna Biodiversity Park has become the recharge source for ground water
extraction in the neighbourhood human settlements. There is claim of water flow from
Yamuna Biodiversity Park to the river as well. About 5000 people use Aravalli Biodiversity
Park every day.

The Neela Hauz Lake is fully restored to its original state with the constructed wetland
system and the water available now is as clean as that of tap water/ river water.

The Tilpath Valley Biodiversity Park has also been attracting a large number of visitors to
witness the scenic beauty as well as to see the unique biological communities developed.
About 2000 civilians regularly use the Biodiversity Park.

Northern Ridge has been made user friendly by distinguishing the recreational and
biodiversity rich community areas. About 5000 civilians use the Biodiversity Park every day.

Tughlagabad Biodiversity Park is being developed and saplings of 10 plant communities
have already been planted. About 2000 civilians use the Biodiversity Park every day.
