UNIFIED TRAFFIC AND TRANSPORTATION 
INFRASTRUCTURE (PLANNING AND 

ENGINEERING) CENTRE REGULATIONS, 2008 
With a view to enhance mobility, reduce congestion 

and to promote traffic safety by adopting standard 

transport planning practices, capacity building, 
enforcement measures, road safety audits, traffic 

engineering practices and better organizational 

co-ordination for improved traffic management by efficient 

lane capacity and work zone management, utilities 

coordination, developing traffic culture and avoiding 

transport planning pitfalls in the National Capital 

Territory of Delhi, the Unified Traffic and Transportation 

Infrastructure (Planning and Engineering) Centre is set up 

by Delhi Development Authority in exercise of powers 

under Section 5A of the Act. The business of the TT 

Centre will be governed by these Regulations :— 

These regulations shall come into force immediately 

from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette. 

DEFINITIONS 

In these Regulations unless there is anything 
inconsistent with the context or meaning :-— 

—“Act” means the Delhi Development Act, 1957 

(61 of 1957). 
—“Authority” means the Delhi Development 

Authority constituted under Section 3 of the Act. 

—“Unified” Traffic and Transportation Infrastruc- 

ture (Planning and Engineering) Centre” (referred 

as TT Centre) means the committee constituted 

by the Authority under Section 5A of the Act. 

—‘“Members” shall mean the members of the Unified 

Traffic and Transportation Infrastructure 

(Planning and Engineering) Centre. 

BYE-LAWS FOR THE UNIFIED TRAFFIC AND 
TRANSPORTATION INFRASTRUCTURE 
(PLANNING AND ENGINEERING ) CENTRE 

01. Name 

The name of the Centre shall be “Unified Traffic and 
Transportation (Planning & Engineering) Centre” 
hereinafter called the “TT Centre”. 
02. Office 

The office of the ‘TT Centre’ shall be located in Vikas 
Minar, DDA office, New Delhi. 

03. Aims and Objectives 

The aims and objectives of the “Unified Traffic and 
Transportation Infrastructure (Planning and Engineering) 
Centre” shall be as follows :— 

(i) To study and coordinate the norms and standars 

for Planning and Engineering Practices in Traffic 
and Transportation. 

(i) Engineering Aspects of Implementation of National 
Transport Policy-2006 and Master Plan of Delhi- 
2021 Transportation proposals. 

[Parr II—Szc. 3(ii)] 

(iii) Traffic Road Safety Audit Guidelines (TRSAG). _. 

(iv) To coordinate the Engineering and Infrastructury” 

aspects of sustainable public transportation system. 

(v) To evolve a parking policy and evolve parking 
solutions. 

(vi) Inventory of corridor-wise Traffic and 

Transportation issues, Traffic Management 

Strategies and Enforcement Guidelines. 

(vii) To act as a repository for sharing of traffic and 

transportation plans/database/information/ 

digitization and website development. 

(viii) Evolving Environmental Impact Assessment 
Guidelines for Traffic and Transportation Projects. 

(x) Developing protocols and norms for signages, street 

furniture, lighting, signals, hoardings, trees, 

roadside landscapes, zebra crossing, pedestrian 

passages, commuter facilities etc. 

(x) Evaluation—Public participation—Feedback. 

(xi) To take up other related activities as may be - 

considered appropriate by the ‘TT Centre’ 

including co-ordination, capacity building and 
training. 

04. Constitution of the TT Centre 

The Governing Body of the TT Centre shall comprise 

the following members : .

Vice-Chairman, DDA Vice-Chairman 

Engineer Member, DDA —Member 

Pr. Commissioner-cum-Secy.(TPT)GNCTD -——Member 

OSD (MRTS), MOUD —Member 

Commissioner (Plg.), DDA —Member 

Secretary, Indian Roads Congress (IRC) —Member 

President, Institute of Road Traffic Education —-Member 

Chief Planner, TCPO —Member 

Head, Traffic & Transportation —Member 

Division, CRRI 

Managing Director, DIMTS —Member 

Chief Town Planner, MCD —Member 

Engineer in Chief, MCD —Member 

Engineer in Chief, PWD —Member 

Engineer in Chief, NDMC ~—Member 

Chief Engineer, NR —Member 

Director (Project), DMRC —Member 

Joint Commissioner of Police (Traffic) —Member 

Additional Commissioner (Planning) TT, DDA. —Member 
Director (TT) DDA/Sr. Advisor (TT) Member-Secy. 
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‘ Experts can be co-opted from other organizations 
* like SPA, IIT Delhi, DCE, NGOs and other such institutions. 

The meeting of the Governing Body shall be normally 
held every three months. 

Working Groups shall be constituted for day to day 
work and to help the Governing Body. 

05. Functions of the TT Centre 

In view of Aims and Objectives defined in clause 
0.3, the TT Centre shall perform the following functions — 

(a) To compile a manual based on hand books/best 
practices/Traffic transportation planning and 
engineering norms for uniform adoption in NCT 
Delhi. 

(b) To digitize the available Traffic & Transportation 
plans. 

(©) To develop a comprehensive integrated programme 
for traffic and transportation projects. 

(d) To coordinate integrated development of traffic & 
transportation projects including Integrated Freight 
Complex (IFC), Metropolitan Passenger Terminal 
(MPT), Inter-State Bus Terminal (ISBT) by 
involving concerned local bodies. 

To coordinate refurbishment of urban corridors for 
capacity augmentation with focus on small 
improvements and retrofitting measures that 
synergize into zero defect roads and relieving traffic 
congestion.

(g) All transportation projects/transport Engineering 
solutions in Delhi by any agency having road 
Engineering/Infrastructure implication would 
require clearance of the centre. This would ensure 
that latest technology and research finding support 
is available to all new roads and projects. 

(h) The Technical support of staff and secretarial 
assistance to this centre shall be provided by the 
Authority. 

06. Meetings of the TT Centre 
The meetings of the TT Centre shall be held as and 

when required. The TT Centre shall have the powers to 
regulate its own procedure. The Member-Secretary shall 
keep the records of the meetings and take the required 
follow up actions. 

07. Powers of the Chairman of the TT Centre 

The Chairman shall have all the powers to take 
necessary steps as he may deem fit within the framework 
of these regulations. However, they shall be subject to the 
confirmation in its next meeting. 

08. Powers of the Vice Chairman of the TT Centre 

The Vice Chairman shall work in coordination with 
the Chairman and oversee the general functions of the 
Centre. 
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09. Powers of the Member-Secretary of the Centre 

The Member Secretary shall perform all the 
administrative duties connected with the functioning of 
the Centre. 

10. Constitution of the Committees 

(a) Working Groups and Executive Committee : 

For smooth day to day functioning of the TT Centre 
there shall be an Executive Committee comprising of the 
following : 

(i) Vice Chairman, DDA —Chairman 

Gi) Financemember,DDA —Member 
’ ii) Engineer member, DDA —Member 

(iv) Commissioner (Pig), DDA —Member 

(v) Addl. Commr. (Plg.) TT —Member 
(vi) Project Manager (Flyover) ~—Member 

Gr.I&l,DDA 

(vii) Director (TT) DDA/Advisor (TT) —Member- 
Secretary 

The Executive Committee will exercise such powers 

as may be delegated to it by the TT Centre. 

(b) The TT Centre may constitute working Groups 
under the Chairmanship of Engineer Member and 
Commissioner (Plg.), DDA. 

(c) The TT Centre may, in addition, constitute any 
other Committee as it may consider necessary to oversee 
and perform functions pertaining to implementation of 
specific projects that may be undertaken by the TT Centre 
from time to time. 

11. Budget, Finance & Accounts 

(i) The expenses for setting up of the TT Centre and 
its operational activities shall be met by the Delhi 
Development Authority, Grants and Loans given by Govt. 
of India, GNCTD/Local Bodies and donations etc. 

(ii) The revised and budget estimates in respect of 
the TT Centre shall be placed before the Authority for its 
approval. 

(iii) The modalities of financing and processing of 
funds for the centre will be prescribed by the Authority. A 
Separate Bank Account shall be opened to record various 

receipts and payments relating to the TT Centre. 

(iv) The TT Centre shall maintain proper accounts 
and other relevant records and prepare annual statement 
of accounts including the balance sheet in such form as 
the Authority may prescribe. 

12. Operation of Accounts 

The Account of the TT Centre shall be operated by 

an officer so authorized by the Finance Member. 
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13. Powers to Incur Expenses 

The TT Centre shall have the power to sanction 

such expenses from time to time as it considers necessary 

for the promotion and achieving of the aims and objectives 
of the TT Centre. 

14. Powers for Engagement of Staff 

All Ministerial Staff and Accounts Staff will be 

posted in the TT Centre by redeployment of DDA’s 

existing staff. However, advisors/experts/consultants will 
be on contract basis. 

15. Audit 

The Audit of Accounts of the TT Centre shall be 

conducted as per the DD Act, 1957. 

16. Honorarium for Attending Meetings 

The non-official members will be given an honorarium 

as may be decided from time to time for attending the 
meeting of the TT Centre.

17. Disputes 

The decision of the Lt. Governor, Delhi who is the 

Chairman of the TT Centre on any dispute shall be final. 

18. Legal Proceedings 

No suit against the TT Centre shall lie in any Court 

outside the NCT, Delhi. : 

19. Applicability of DD Act, 1957 

The provisions of the Delhi Development Authority 
Act, 1957 as amended from time to time will apply. 

20. Repeal and Saving 

On and from the date of commencement of these 

Regulations, the TT Centre shall act accordingly, provided 

that the actions already taken for and by the TT Centre 

shall not be affected.
