1.0
INTRODUCTION 

As per the Master Plan of Delhi 2001 notified by the Central Govt. under the Delhi Development Act, 1957 on 1.8.1990, the National Capital Territory of Delhi is divided into 15 zones, out of which 8 zones (A-H) are in Urban Delhi, 6 zones (H-N & P) are in urban extn./rural areas.  Zone –O is for River Yamuna (River Front Area).  A zone could be divided into sub zones.  

1.1 
Narela subcity mainly comprises of parts or zone – M,N & P and forms part of the phase IIB & III of the urban extension plan approved by the Authority vide resolution no. 79 dt. 30.6.1987 as part of Master Plan Delhi-2001.  

1.2 
This zonal plan for part of zones M, N & P (Narela subcity) is for the area envisaged for the development as per urban extension plan considered and approved by the Authority.

Hereinafter this zonal plan is referred to as Zonal Plan for Narela  
subcity.

2.0
STATUTORY PROVISIONS

2.1 As per MPD 2001, a Zonal Development Plan means a plan for a zone (Division) of the union territory of Delhi. The Zonal Plan (Divisional Plan) details out the policy of the Master Plan And Acts as a link between the layout plan and the Master Plan. The Development Schemes/Layout Plan indicating use premises should confirm to the Master plan/Zonal (Divisional) Plan.

2.2 
MPD –2001 stipulates that already approved sub-zonal plans in conformity with master plan shall continue to be operative, The proposed zonal plans after approval should supercede earlier approved sub-zonal plans.

2.3 
Section –8 of Delhi Development Act Provides for preparation of Zonal Development plan simultaneously with the preparation of master plan or as soon as may be, the authority shall proceed with the preparation of Zonal Development Plan for each of the zone into which Delhi may be divided. However, a Zonal Development Plan may contain a site plan and land use plan with approximate location and extent of land uses such as public and semi- public building/works centers, utilities, roads, housing recreation, industries, business, market, schools, hospitals, open  spaces etc. it may also specify standards of population, density and various component of development of the zones.

The procedure to be followed for the preparation and approval of the Zonal Development Plan is laid down in Section 10 of the Act.

4.0 
POPULATION AND WORK FORCE

4.1  
POPULATION- As per MPD-2021 the urban extension areas are proposed to be planned with an overall gross density ranging from 160 to 200 persons per hectare and based on the area under consideration the proposed population computes to 1.2 million including that of existing settlements.

WORK FORCE – MPD-2001 has anticipated a participation rate of 42% and thereby the work force in the Naela subcity works out to about 0.32 million, due to the location of industries in the subcity, the component of work force works out to be roughly 35-40% i.e. in all a generation of 0.4 million workers.

PLAN PROVISION
  5.1 
Master Plan for Delhi-1962
The MPD –62 has recommend to develop Narela as one of the ring towns around Delhi Metropolitan Area (DMA) owing to its location and development potential.  It proposed a township for 60,000 people with government offices and industry to make the town a self contained unit.  The proposal included the adjoining developments of Mamurpur village and the development undertaken by the Ministry of Rehabilitation.  Broadly the landuse plan for 1753 acres was detailed out with a gross residential density of 50-60 persons/acre.  However, it also mentioned that “the proposals with respect to Narela are only indicative and not mandatory.”  As per the provisions of MPD-62 a zonal development plan for Narela ring town/settlement (zone I-1) was prepared and approved by the Central Govt.  Ministry of Works and Housing vide letter no.11-2/69-UDI dated 10th January 1974.

 5.2 
Master Plan for Delhi –2001
To accommodate the balance 3.1 million population the DUA 81, which could systematically hold 82 lakh population, approximately needs to be extended by about 18,000 to 24000 ha. over the next two decades to effectively respond to the growth of the capital.  Land required for various development in the extended time frame by the year 2001 may be acquired from time to time, with due regard to the balance development of the city.  In the plan, 1,000 hectares (approx.) have been added to DUA-81 urban limits, thus the balance requirement would be of the order of about 14,000 to 20,000 ha.  During the preparation of the plans of urban extension Najafgarh, Narela and other important settlements in rural use zone like Nangloi, Bawana and Alipur shall be provided with infrastructure and integrated in the Urban Extension Plan.  

The land in the urban extension (UE) would approximately be distributed under different landuses in the following manner:

Further few specific proposal have been outlined by the MPD-2001 to be accommodated in urban extension in North which are as follows:

i) Integrated Freight Complex

“For the integration of goods movement by road and rail, freight complexes have been recommended.  These would consist of wholesale markets, warehousing, road (truck) and rail transport terminals so as to curtail the movement of heavy vehicles within the developments.

The freight complexes are to be located in the places where they intercept the maximum possible regional goods traffic entering Delhi.  Keeping this in view, the four sites for freight complexes are – Madanpur Khaddar (NH-2), Patparganj (NH-24), G.T. Road (NH1) and Bharthal (NH-8)”.

The IFC proposed in Narela would be occupying the area 397-81 ha.  Among the various uses, it would be constituting the wholesale, warehousing, freight terminal, truck terminal and distt. Centre.  It was approved by TC, DDA dt. 6.2.1996.

ii) Inter City Passenger Movement

To cater to the city passenger movement in Delhi, which has been growing at about 4% per annum, two nos. of metropolitan passenger terminals, are proposed which would also serve the DMA.

5.3 Urban Extension Plan Provisions

The DDA approved the urban extension plan on 30.6.1987 vide  
resolution no.79 which proposed the phasing of the plan based on  
the population projections given below:

The Urban Extension could be restricted upto phase II if the population of Delhi could be restricted to 11 million by 2001.  In case of 12.2 million population by 2001, the urban extension would be upto phase III and in case 14.4 million population by 2001, the urban extension would be upto phase-IV.  As already mentioned Narela subcity forms a part of Phase IIB and III of this urban extension plan.

5.4 
NCR Plan Provision 

the statutory board for NCR which was set up in 1985 prepared the first statutory Regional Plan-2001 which is in operation at present.  The NCR region extends over an area of 34,242 square km., in the four states of Haryana, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh and National Capital Territory of Delhi.  The relevant recommendations are as under:

a. The NCR plan has identified 9 major corridors in transport network system with the prime objective of controlling growth of Delhi, Narela subcity area falls on one of these corridors i.e. Sonepat-Panipat corridor.

b. The plan has suggested provision of 100 mtr green belt along the National Highways and expressways and 60 mtr.

c. Along the State highways, further large area under green belt has been reserved which extends from proposed 100 mtr. Expressway in the Urban Extension Plan 2001 upto the NCT of Delhi to act as buffer zone between the urbanisable areas of urban extension proposed in Delhi and DMA town of Kondli, Haryana.

6.0
EXISTING PROFILE 
6.1 As per the provisions of MPD-62, the Zonal Plan of Narela area stands approved by the Government and is known as Zone I-1.  The salient features of the Zonal Plan of zone I-1 are as under:

The zonal plan in its proposals stressed on the need for redevelopment of the existing Mandi apart from providing a community centre, police station, a hospital and a college site.  The proposal incorporated a green agricultural belt in order to limit the growth of township from primitive urban growth and haphazard development during the plan period.  The break-up of major landuses in two phases annexed at Annexure-1.

The township was planned for 1.05 lakh at an overall density of 55 persons per acre.  The town has been divided into two parts i.e. Phase I and Phase II.  The gross density varying from 100-150 persons per acre has been provided in zones in relation to the landuse i.e. a density of 150 P.P. acres has been proposed near work centres and density of 100 P.P. acres towards the outskirts of the town.  In all a total of 841 acres was proposed for residential development.  An industrial area of 534 acres proposed to generate employment for 16,000 industrial workers.

6.2
Physical Characteristics 

 
The location of the proposed sub-city is on a terrain, which is ideally suited for urban development. The entire subcity is very well connected with the mothercity as well as the adjoining state of Haryana. The railway line which is running almost through  the middle of the area divides the subcity into two major zones. 

 
The entire sub-city area is a vast expanse of more or less flat terrain with land gradually slopping towards the south. The area  
has very large green tree coverage in the form of orchards, forest  (declared as reserved forest) and farmlands. The subcity area has good soil for construction. The whole of subcity has good natural drainage system and the area is divided into two drainage basins (I) catchment of Bawana escape and (ii) catchment of Drain No. 6. Both these drains have number of subsidiaries spread over the entire subcity area holding mainly the rural discharge. 

6.3 
Existing Development:

Urban villages – Development of village shall be integrated part of the development scheme of the area. Around this settlement, educational, health and recreational facilities and work area would be developed for the benefit of the village population in urban as well as rural Delhi.

 
The significant existing developments in the subcity are as under:

i) The abadis of 16 village, and two towns Alipur and Narela fall in the subcity. A list of villages falling in Narela subcity with their population as per census of India 1991. Is annexed as Annexure II.

ii) The large number of farm houses are existing in this area. A number of unauthorized colonies / construction have also grown organically along the major rural roads within the subcity area.   

iii) The major portion of planned development taken up by DDA is near the Narela Urban Area where roughly 516 ha. of land has been acquired and is in process of development under various uses.

iv) DSIDC has acquired and developed 247 ha of land.

v) Land for utilities like water treatment plant, road, ESS, part integrated freight complex has been acquired and are being developed.

vi) There are a number of godowns and industries. Some of these industries do not conform to MPD-2001 provision and have been ordered to be closed down by the Supreme Court of India (List of pollutant Industries is at Annexure IV)

8.0 
LANDUSE PLAN 

8.1
The land use plan of the subcity is based within the frame-work of urban extension plan, its existing and proposed circulation system and the different residential density pattern to be followed for the various residential pockets. The MRTS corridor identified along the existing rail corridor connected with Narela, upto Holambi Kalan, is envisaged to be a high-density zone. 8.2 Residential Development and Housing Areas

The subcity when fully developed will provide housing opportunities to over 2.7 lakh families of all income groups.  It is proposed to have differential residential densities with rail line identified as the major high density corridor.  The development of residential areas will provide for housing in public, cooperative and private sector.  Special emphasis will be given in reserving the areas for the resettlement of squatters.  The types of housing in Narela would be

· cooperative housing societies

· DDA Housing for its registrants in form of built up flats, expandable housing.

· Janta housing in terms of one room tenements.

· Institutional housing for employees of various government organisations.

· Resettlement of squatters

· Plots for alternative allotments/auction.

The village abadi areas, unauthorised colonies would be dealt with as per statutory provisions and policy decisions taken from time to time while working out detailed plans.

8.3 Commercial

The sites for four district centres and twelve community centres as per the MPD-2001 have been shown in the landuse plan.  Community centres to be planned in future will also have a component of service centre suitably identified at the time of detailed planning to take care of such permissible activities at sector level.  Similarly, the sites for Integrated Freight Complex etc. have been shown in the landuse plan.

8.4 Petrol pumps & Gas Godowns

As per Master Plan standards a total no. of 54 petrol pumps/

The total no. of 30 gas godowns are required at the rate of one gas godown for 40,000 population.  Both the petrol pump sites and gas godowns sites will be suitably located in the use zones as per MPD-2001.

8.5 Public and semi-public facilities

The requirement of public and semi-public facilities (social infrastructure) upto the divisional level (Zonal Plan Level) have been identified and located in 21 pockets in the subcity plan as per the norms given in MPD-2001.  Each public and semi-public facility pocket is a cluster of various master plan facilities worked out as per the population of the sub-zonal pockets (Details given at annexure-IIIA & IIIB)

8.6 Manufacturing

The total area of 308 ha is identified for manufacturing use zone out of which 247 ha has already been developed by DSIDC and is operational. In the new industrial areas, industries as per provisions of MPD-2001 will be allowed to be set up and part of the industrial areas would be used for re-locating the non-conforming industries from the city of Delhi. The existing polluting industries (Annexure IV) as well as those, which are not conforming to the provision of the Master Plan, would be dealt with according to the decision taken from time by the concerned agencies.

	Water Supply
	The total water requirement of the subcity works out to be approximately 120 MGD @ 80 gallons per day. Water treatment Plants with a capacity of 300 MGD has been planned which would serve Rohini as well. The water supply system will consist of underground reservoirs / command tanks (for 1.5 to 2 lac populations) inter connected by water mains. Each Command Tank will have its own command area. About 8 command tanks have been located. Land for W.T.P. along Western Yamuna canal has been acquired and is in the process of development by D.J.B. 

	Sewerage system
	Total sewerage expected to be generated is 90 MGD.  Two STPs have been planned. STP-I with a capacity of 20 MGD and STP-II with a capacity of 70 MGD.  System to consist of gravity main, sewage pumping station and rising mains.  The sewerage treatment plants are towards the east of GT Karnal road and are in the process of development and would take care of requirement of Narela subcity.

	Storm water drainage


	Total discharge is of about 7,000 cusecs.  The total area falls under the catchment of Bawana escape and drain no.6.  Also there are number of subsidiary drains such as Bakaner Drain, Sanoth Drain, Gogha Drain etc., which will form major network for carrying the storm water.

	Total requirement: 1,400 M.W.

System may consist of 400 KV ESS (1 no. under construction) and 220 KV ESS (5 nos. 1 already existing) and 66 KV ESS (20 Nos.).  The detailed locations and numbers would be decided in consultation with DVB at the time of preparation of detail plan of the subcity.

	Refuse disposal
	Total refuse collection: 840 tons/day.  The process of disposal to be through sanitary landfill, composting and incineration depending upon the quality of the refuse.  In future emphasis would be laid on solid waste disposal by more scientific method, where the land requirement gets reduced to minimum in consultation with the concerned agencies.


The provision of the services, as the experience indicates, usually does not keep pace with the land development.  As a result, the development of the projects and availability of housing and physical infrastructure get considerably delayed.  The land becomes prone to encroachments and capital investments blocked which disturb the financial viability of the projects.  While there is no denying that the increasing population is stressing the services especially, water supply and electricity, still there is a scope to improve the service delivery by proper management and coordination.  The local bodies and service agencies may take into account the proposals of zonal plans for making advance preparation for the provision of services in the proposed urban extension.  Alternatives such as, public-private partnership/joint sector/SPV and privatization may also be considered with a view to harness all the resources for making available services in a time bound manner.  Decentralization of services, adoption of new technology and ecological concepts, such as, watershed planning and better ground water management, zero-run off drainage, rooftop rainwater harvesting, recycling, renewable energy, leakage and waste minimization, etc. should be the basis of services planning and development.

8.8
Circulation

The circulation system of the subcity is based on mainly surface transport i.e. rail and road.  The strengthening of the rain network supported by MRTS would provide major public transport to the subcity from the mother city.  As details given below

i) Proposed railway system:

The rail corridor (broad-gauge railway line to Amritsar) running through the subcity provides for goods and passenger movements.  The existing railway corridor has already been electrified for the phased movement of the commuters as well as the goods from the nearby areas.  As per the provisions of mPD-2001, in consultation with railways it is proposed to expand the main corridor to 4 tracks with a passenger terminal near Holambi Kalan.  It is also proposed to extend MRTS upto Holambi Kalan terminal in the first phase of development which would get extended to Narela subsequently.  Land for this purpose has been kept reserved in the zonal development plan.

The North-West corridor of about 20 Kms. will link Subzi Mandi with new Azad Pur on surface elevated rails.

ii) Road network :

The major road network of 100m., 80m, 60m., and 40m road right of way as envisaged in MPD-2001 (Urban Extension Plan) 

has been retained.  This road system would be further connected by hierarchy of roads given as under as and when plans are finalised:

a. Collector streets    :
28m and 20m without green buffer

b. Local streets         :
20m and 12m

It is envisaged that the above hierarchy of the roads would successively segregate the different traffic flow and roads with green buffer would also combat the air and noise pollution in the area.  Attempt would also be made to provide dedicated cycle tracks for the movement within the subcity.

iii) Bus depots

As per the requirement 3 bus terminals and 6 bus depots are required to cater the population of this subcity and accordingly they are provided/will be provided with the different phases of development of the city.
