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'MCD rushes to finish twin

parking projects in time

New Delhi: Municipal Corporation of Delhi
(MCD)hasintensified workon parkinglotsat
Nizamuddin and Punjabi Bagh Club Road to
completethem withinthe proposed deadline.

Officials claimed that the Nizamuddin
parking with spacefor 86 vehicleswouldbe
madeoperational inthenexttwo andahalf
months. Last week, the Punjabi Bagh Club
Road parking project was processed for ad-
ministrative approval and expenditure
sanction. Onceapproved, tenders would be
invited. The deadline to complete the pro-
ject with space for 276 vehicles istwoyears.

“Todecongest Punjabi Bagh Club Road,
we had finalised the development of amul-
tilevel parking-cum-commercial space
spread over 2,300 sq metres. The plan was
made after DDA allocated the land after a
long wait,” said an official. According to
the agreement, MCD would have to pay Rs
18 crore in alump sumand Rs 44lakhannu-
ally asleaseamount to DDA.

The official added, “Considering we

. don't have funds to pay this amount, a deci-

sion has been taken to develop the project on
aPublic-Private-Partnership basis. Thecon-
cessionaire will be responsible for develo-
ping the site and paying the lease feetoo.”

The road is among 77 congested corri-
dors of the city and the LG has given direc-
tions to the agencies concerned to take me-
asures to decongest them.

Of the total area, only 50% can be utili-
sed for constructing the complex after lea-
ving space for setback, front, etcaccording
to the building norms. “However, we can
utilise 100% floor area ratio through verti-
cal construction. Out of the planned eight
floors, two and a half will be used for com-
mercial spaces and for installing four lifts.
The remaining floors will be dedicated for
parking purposes. Some modifications we-
re made in the plan earlier on the sugges-
tion of senior officials,” the official said.

“Work on the Nizamuddin stack parking
will be completed by October end. It was sup-
posed to be completed early, but was delayed
due to shifting of underground wires pas-
sing through the site. As a result, construc-
tion started late,” said another official.
