The in-situ slum rehabil-
itation in 376 Jhuggi Jhopri
clusters is being undertaken by

The 3,024 flats under
Phase I have been construct- |
ed at a cost of about Rs 345
| crore and are equipped with
amenities such as vitrified
floor tiles, ceramics tiles and
Udalpur green marble counter
in kitchen. .

No change in pollution curbs, AQI
may improve slightly: Central body

NFW DELHI: The Commission for
Air Quality Management
(CAQM) for the National Capital
Region (NCR) and the Adjoining
Areas on Tuesday held a review
meeting with the Delhi govern-
ment and various agencies, and
asked for an intensification of
efforts to combat air pollution.
The commission also said that
measures under Stage 4 of the
Graded Response Action Plan
(Grap) were not being imple-
mented at the moment as fore-
casts have predicted that Capi-
tal's air quality will improve
slightly in the coming days.
The decision is significant as it
was taken on a day that Delhi's
 air quality index (AQI) was
recorded at 424 as of 4pm, slip-

ping into the ‘severe’ category.

Tuesday's review meeting
consisted of district magistrates,
district collectors, officials from
the environment department,
Delhi Pollution Control Commit-
tee (DPCC) and agencies such as
the PWD, DDA and MCD, among
others. At the meeting, CAQM
also directed that all measures
under Grap Stage 3, which came
into force from Saturday even-
ing, are to be strictly imple-
mented on the ground.

“The review meeting was held
to check the enforcement of all
pollution control measures on
the ground, particularly those
under Stage 3 of Grap. All
departments under the Delhi
government and enforcement
agencies have been asked to
intensify their efforts in lieu of
the AQI touching severe and spe-

cial focus needs to be on pollu-
tion hotspots,” said a CAQM offi-
cial. “Forecasts show an
improvement in AQI dueto local
wind speed picking up. The wind
direction will also change,
reducing contribution from
stubble intrusion.”

CAQM said a similar review
meeting will be held on Wednes-
day with Rajasthan, Haryana
and Uttar Pradesh on the
enforcement of Grap.

Stage 4 of Grap can be imple-
mented if the Capital's AQI is
expected to go beyond 450.
Measures under it include a ban
on medium and heavy goods
vehicles in Delhi, a ban on diesel
four-wheelers in Delhi (except
BS V1), a ban on all construction
activities, and shutting downall
industries not running on clean
fuels.
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FLATS FOR SLUM
RESIDENTS TODAY

NEW DELHI: Prime Minister
Narendra Modi on Wednesday
will inaugurate 3,024 newly-con-
structed flats for families falling
under the economically weaker
section (EWS) category at south
Delhi's Kalkaji Extension, offi-
cials aware said on Tuesday.

The flats have been con-
structed by the Delhi Develop-
ment Authority (DDA) as part of
the city’s first in-situ redevelop-
ment project.

“In line with the vision of the
Prime Minister to provide hous-
ing for all, in-situ slum rehabili-
tation in 376 Jhuggi Jhopri clus-
ters is being undertaken by Delhi
Development Authority (DDA).
The objective of the rehabilita-
tion project is to provide a better
and healthy living environment
to the residents of Jhuggi Jhopri
clusters, with proper amenities
and facilities,” the Prime Minis-
ter’s Office said in a statement.

The flats have been allotted to
residents of nearby Bhoomiheen
Camp. Once they shift to the new
flats, their cluster will be razed
for Phase 2 of the project, to pro-
vide housing for the residents of
Navjeevan and Jawahar Camps.

“These flats have been built
for about 3345 crore and are
equipped with all civic ameni-
ties...,” the PMO's statement said
on Tuesday.
