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What'’s cooking? Food truck policy closer
to launch, 30 possible locations surveyed

New Delhi: The Delhi govern-
mentislikely to launch itsam-
bitious food truck policy,
which seeks to not only boost
the city’snightlife butalso cre-
atejob opportunities, in July.

Officials said the tourism
department and Delhi Tou-
rism and Transportation De-
velopment Corporation
(DTTDC), a government un-
dertaking, had already carri-
edoutjointsurveysof about 30
possible locations, which co-
uld be beautified and branded
as food truck zones, and would
soon shortlist them further. In
the first phase, one food truck
zone is likely to belaunched in
each of thelldistricts.

“We are looking at loca-
tions that are centrally loca-
ted, easily accessible for peo-
ple and have a decent space
where a few trucks can park,
do business in the evening
and leave early morningafter
clearing all litter,” said a se-
nior official. “Our joint te-
ams have already shortlisted
30 such locations across the
city such as Delhi Metro’s
parking lots, shopping comp-
lexes and businessarcades.”

The
idea, said officials, is to boost
the city’s nightlife outside the
fivestar hotels as these
trucks will remain operatio-
nal from 8pm to 2am, promote
businessopportunitiesforres-
taurants and cafes, increase
market size, and promote go-

urmet offerings and unique fo-
od concepts. The government
has estimated that at least
15,000 jobs could be created
through these hubs.

Officials said DTTDC

"had been asked to prepare a

detailed policy and seek the
cabinet’s nod before imple-
menting it. The joint teams

of DTTDC and land-owning
agencies inspected the pos-
sible locations in May and
a preliminary report has
already been submitted to
the government.

Food truck hubs are likely
to be set up on land under the
jurisdiction of various Delhi
government departments,

which restricts the choice, said
sources. The Delhi govern-
mentmaynotconsider theland
belonging to Delhi Develop-
ment Authority and New Delhi
Municipal Council, which are
under the administrative cont-
rolof the Centre, they addeq.

“Unlike Mumbai, which
isa24-hour city and thereare
places where people can gat-
her even after midnight, Del-
hi does not have that kind of
concept. Also, the areas iden-
tified for the food truck hubs
must be surrounded with hg-
bitat to ensure people can vi-
sit without any inconvenien-
ce,” said an official.

The fire department, so-
urces said, has already clari-
fied that its no-objection cer-
tificate won’t be required if
the area taken by each truck
isless than 90 square metre.

In a meeting of stakehol-
ders in May, Sisodia had emp-
hasised that food truck zones
would play theroleof acatalyst
inprovidinga vibrantnightlife
experience to Delhiites, on the
lines of countries like the US
and Canada. Though the food
truck business isnot new in In-
dia, ithas never been conceptu-
alised as a multi-cuisine hub
anywhereand nostatehasever
madea policy to streamlineit.

New Delhi: Lieutenant gover-
nor VK Saxena has granted
permission to the Anti-Cor-
ruption Bureau (ACB) to pro-
be the allegations of irregula-
rities in awarding tenders for
the construction of seven tem-
porary hospitals against the
then engineer-in-chief and a
chief engineer of the Public
Works Department (PWD).
Inaseparatecase, theLGhas
alsoinitiated disciplinary proce-
edings against engineers of Del-
hi Development Authority
(DDA) after he found that the
construction of EWSflatsatKal-
kaji Extension was not up to the
standard and still incomplete.
Sources said the ACB had
sought permission to proceed
in the matter of irregularities
in construction of seven tem-
porary hospitals by PWD in
2021, under section 17A of the
Prevention of Corruption Act,
1988.

“In line with his declared re-
solve of zerotolerance to corrup-
tion and total probity in govern-
ment dealings, the LG has gran-
ted the long-pending permission
to ACBtoprobe theallegations of
irregularities in awarding ten-
ders against the two senior PWD
engineers,” said an official.

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L-G gives nod to
probe irregularities
in PWD tenders

Lieutenant Governor V.K. Saxenahas :
permitted the Anti Corruption :
Branch (ACB) to probe the allega- :
tions of irregularities in awarding :
tenders for the construction of seven
temporary hospitals here in 2021 by

the Delhi Public Works Department.

The ACB had sought permissionto :
proceed with its investigation under
Section 17A of the Prevention of Cor-

ruption Act, 1988.

The Delhi BJP, in a press confe- '

rence held in October 2021, had al-
leged corruption in the award of con-
tracts for setting up the seven
temporary hospitals in Chacha Neh-
ru Bal Chikitsalaya, Shalimar Bagh,
Kirari, GTB Hospital Complex, Sul-
tanpuri, Raghubir Nagar and Sarita
vihar at a cost of 21,256 crore.

According to sources at Raj Niwas,
disciplinary proceedings have also
been initiated against the Delhi Deve-
lopment Authority engineers, after
the L-G found that the flats construct-
ed for the economica!ly weaker sec-
tions at Kalkaji extension was not up
to the standard and incomplete.
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NEW DELHI: Draw of lots
for allotment of flats to 903
beneficiaries were conducted
on Friday under an in situ
rehabilitation scheme of the
Delhi Development Authority
(DDA), officials said.

DDA has constructed
3,024 flats for the residents of
Bhoomiheen Camp at Kalk-
aji Extension area under the
scheme, and the first phase of
the draw was conducted in Feb-
ruary this year, they said.

As many as 2,890 house-
holds were found to have
existed at JJ camp in the pre-
liminary survey, the DDA said
in a statement.

Under in situ rehabilitation,
multi-storey flats have been
built at the very same location
where the camp earlier existed.

First phase of draw of lots
was conducted in February
2022 for the allotment of flats
to their JJ households who were

found eligible for the rehabili-
tation by the Eligibility Deter-
mination Committee (EDC).
Thereafter, allotment-cum-
demand letters were issued to
the allottees, it said.

“Giving fillip to the in situ
rehabilitation project, the Delhi
Development Authority today
conducted draw for 903 bene-
ficiaries of Bhoomiheen Camp,
A-14 Kalkaji Extension. This is
the second phase of the draw
and allotment-cum-demand
letters will be issued online to
the beneficiaries,” it added.

In the first phase of draw
of lots, allotment-cum-
demand letters were issued to
673 eligible households, the
DDA said.

“The draw of lots for the
remaining eligible beneficia-
ries will be conducted within
fortnight. The flats will be allot-
ted on payment of Rs 1,42,000

(including Rs 30,000 as main-
tenance charge for five years;’
the statement said.
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
