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Agencies get NGT notice over
2-mth land booking for festival

New Delhi: The National G
re-
en Tribunal has served notices
to the Delhi Development Aut-
hority, Delhi Police, the Muni.
cipal Corporation of Delhi and
Agrani Matri Mandir on a plea
against booking of a DDA land
in Rohini for festival celebra-
tions for over two months.
fl‘he petition filed by local
residents claimed that the
DDA park land had been boo-
ked by the management of Ag-
rani Matri Mandir for Durga
Puja celebration from Septem-
ber 1 to November 15 in viola-
tion of norms. The residents
also fear violation of Noise

The tribunal stated
that the land could
not be booked for
over10daysina
month. The final
order is still pending

Pollution (Regulation and
Control) Rules, 2000, during
the festival. Senior citizens of
the area will be worst affected
by the activities of the above
temple, the plea claimed.

The NGT observed that
the land could not be booked
for more than 10 days in a
month. “Primafacie, booking
of the land in question for
Durga Puja from September1
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to October 15 is a clear viola-
tion of order of the Supreme
Court restricting use of such
land for more than10daysina
month,” the tribunal stated |
in its order dated August29. |

Earlier, the NGT had cons- |
tituted a joint committee led
by the Delhi Pollution Cont-
rol Committee, which infor-
med the tribunal that theland
allotted for the puja was nota
park land as alleged by the pe-
titioner. The DPCC, however,
cited a Supreme Court's judg-
ment that barred booking of
such spaces for more than 10
days inamonth.

New Delhi: Delhi Develop-
ment Authority (DDA) has
extended the time to form
consortiums for develop-
ment of three landpooling

| sectors till September 30 af-

ter receiving requests from

' landowners. It has also issu-

ed a public notice for the for-
mation of a consortium to

develop a fourth landpoo-
ling sector — Sector 8B in
ZoneP-11.

DDA has decided to keep
the period of submittingapp-
lications open till September
30 for all 104 villages under
the landpooling zones and till
November 21 for Garhi Khus-
roand lbrahimpur. ™
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‘Applications covering 104 villages under land

NEW DELHI: DDA has decided
that applications under the land
pooling policy covering 104 vil-
lages under it, can be submitted
till September 30, the urban body
said on Wednesday.

For villages of Garhi Khusro
and Ibrahimpur, they can be sent
till November 21, the DDA said
in a statement.

The land pooling policy was
notified by the Delhi Develop-
ment Authority (DDA) in Sep-
tember 2018.

It is based on a public-private
partnership towards proactively
increasing economic opportu-
nities and housing supply in a
time-bound manner, and har-

nessing private potential through
pooling of land parcels, the state-
ment said.

Under the policy, agencies
will develop infrastructure like
roads, schools, hospitals, com-
munity centres and stadia on
the pooled land and return a
portion of the plot to farmers
who can later execute housing
projects with the help of private
builders.

The DDA on Wednesday
said it had as part of this pol-
icy, issued public notices dated
May 19, 2022 for formation of
a consortium in Sector 10A of
Zone N and Sectors 2 and 3 of
Zone P-11.

A time period of 90 days was
given to form a consortium in

each of these sectors separately.

DDA now has issued “another
provisional notice for formation
of consortium”.

This notice is in respect of
Sector 8B in Zone P-IT where 70
per cent participation of land-
owners has been achieved. A
time period of 90 days has also
been given to these landown-
ers to form a consortium, the
statement said.

“It is also to inform that
willing land poolers may still
coordinate among themselves
and form a consortium as per
the policy.

“Additionally, to facilitate
this and land pooling in other
sectors, the DDA has decided
to keep the window period of

submitting applications open
till 30.09.2022 for all 104 villages
falling under the Land Pooling
zones and up till 21.11.2022 for
the Villages of Garhi Khusro and
Ibrahimpur,” it added.

Consortium proposal in
respect of Sector 3 of Zone P-II
has been received and the same
is “under examination”.

Landowners of the remaining
two sectors have sought addi-
tional time for formation of
consortium.

Accordingly, in order to facil-
itate the implementation of land
pooling policy it has now been
decided to further extend the
time period for formation of

consortium till September 30, *

the statement said.
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
