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NEW DELHI: The Centre isin the
process of finalising its Green
Development Area (GDA) policy to
allow planned development,
including the permission to con-
struct farmhouses and educa-
donal institutions, and conduct
commercial activities in 88 green-
belt areas and villages witha large
number of farmhouses,

The GDA policy, which was first
put up for public scrutiny in Feb-
ruary 2021, was made part of the
draft Master Plan of Delhi-2041
that is likely to be notified by the
end of this year.

At present, provisions in the
Master Plan of Delhi-2021 don't
allow for the planned develop-
ment of these greenbelt villages.
While some activities related o
horticulture etc are permitted,
land owners say that these are not
financially viable options.

On Monday, the Union ministry
of housing and urban affairs
(MoHUA) held a meeting with
stakeholders of these villages to

As per the policy, regulated
development can be undertaken in
65 greenbelt villages such as
Dhansa, Mitraon, Tikri Kalan,
Kapashera, and parts of Rajokri,
Ghumanhera, Bamnoli and Bij-
wasan. It also includes 23 Low
Density Residential Area (LDRA)
villages where a large number of
farmhouses have come up over
the past few years, including
Rajokri, Mehrauli, Khanpur, Chat-
tarpur, Devii and Bhatti,

The policy allows for construc-

tion based on the size of the plot,
said a Delhi Development Author-
ity (DDA) official. The minimum
land required, the official said, is
600sqm, where permitted devel-
opment works will be limited to
agricultural, horticultural and
solar fields, among others. Farm-
houses, open markets and sports
facilities will be allowed on a mini-
mum plot of 4,000sqm, while edu-
cational institutions, non-polluting
industries etc can come up on
plots of size 10,000sqm and above.

During the Monday meeting,
stakeholders raised concerns
regarding right-of-way (ROW)
provisions, number of dwelling
units allowed for farmbouses, etc.

In the 23 LDRA villages covered
by the policy, residents said they
are finding it difficult to regularise
their farmhouses,

Inder Bir Singh Chhabra, a
farmhouse owner at Jaunapur
who attended the meeting, said, "A
big concemn is the 12 metres ROW
required for plots which are
4,000sgm or more in size... We
have requested the ministry to cut
this to nine metres. If not done,
most farmhouse owners won't be
able to regularise properties.”

5,850 LIG flats in sector G7
at ¥22.8 lakh and 2,880 EWS
flats in sectors Al to A4 for

NEW DELHI: After Delhi High
Court took cognizance of the
death of two people during clean-
ing of a sewer in the city, the
AAP on Monday targeted Lieu-
tenant Governor V K Saxena,
saying the DDA which comes
under him is responsible for the
tragic incident.

NEW DELHI: AAP legislator Somnath Bharti on Monday
claimed that people in Delhi are being made to pay
hefty bribes for registration of their property under the
PM-Uday scheme and demanded a probe by the CBI.
Addressing a press conference, the AAP MLA alleged

a large scale corruption in the implementation of the
scheme and targeted Delhi LG V K Saxenaq, saying

its entire responsibility goes on to him as he heads the
DDA. There was no immediate reaction either from the
DDA or the LG Office to the AAP legislator’s allegations.
Bharti also trained guns at Prime Minister Narendra
Modi and accused the BJP of “fooling and cheating”
people of the Delhi, claiming that it will take 160 years
to extend the benefit of the PM-Uday scheme to all
