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"HC;ejec_ts plea for rehab
of floodplain dwellers

New Delhi: Encroachment on government land can’t be claimed as a
fundamental right, Delhi high court reiterated on Monday while dis-
missing aplea by slum dwellers of ‘Bela Estate’ on Yamuna floodplain
who wereseeking theirrehabilitation followingan eviction notice. En-
croachersalso cannot claim a right torehabilitation, the court added.

The high courtpointed out that the petitioner, Bela Estate Mazdo-
or Basti Samiti, couldn't show that their jhuggi-ihopdi (JJ) clusters
were notified by Delhi Urban Shelter Improvement Board (DUSIB),
which could make them eligible to be considered for rehabilitation.

Justice Gaurang Kanth also noted that despite the petitioners’
claim that the slum cluster has been in existence for 70 years, there is
no proof that the jhuggis were constructed before January 1, 2015,
protecting them under DUSIB’s Delhi Slum and J.J Rehabilitation
and Relocation Policy, 2015. \

“This court isof the considered view that the petitioners arenot
entitled for rehabilitation as per DUSIB Policy, 2015,” Justice Kanth
noted after hearing detailed submissions from the petitioners and
Delhi Development Authority.

Earlier, DDA cited a 2015 order of the National Green Tribunal to is-
sueanevictionnoticeto the residents to removeillegalencroachments
and to vacate the authority’s land. The petitioner sought a stay on the
eviction of the residents and that if they are evicted, then they may be
provided an alternative accommodation for rehabilitation by DUSIB.

Appearing for DDA, additional solicitor general Sanjay Jain sta-
ted thatno entity called ‘Bela Estate’ exists and it is a term coined by
the petitioners todescribeacluster of several vil-
lagesinorder to show that all these slum clusters
contain more than 50 households, which is a re-
quirement for DUSIB Policy, 2015.

The high court also took note of an affidavit
by DDA that after a survey, it had allotted a total
of 6,086 plots for alternative accommeodation to
the residents who were found eligible.

The petitioner claimed that Bela Estate is a
large JJ cluster on the western bank of river Ya-
muna and comprises five sub-areas, namely Chi-
na Colony, Bela Gaon, Malla Gaon, Moolchand
Bastiand Kanchan Puri. mw

New Delhi: The Supreme Court on
Monday stopped demolition of shel-
ter homes at Geeta Ghat and re-
strained the authorities from knock-
ing down any other shelter home
without its permission.

A bench of Justices S Ravindra
Bhat and Dipankar Datta passed the
order while hearing a plea alleging
that the authorities had, in an unethi-
caland illegal act, swiftly demolished
onenightshelteron Februarylsandit
wasdonebeforeapleacouldbefiledin
the apex court for protection.

The court's order would prohibit
the Delhi Police, the Delhi Develop-
ment Authority (DDA) and Delhi gov-
ernment authorities concerned from
resorting to such action as they have
to seek the court's permission before
demolition.

"Having regard to these circum-
stances, the DUSIB (Delhi Urban Shel-
ter Improvement Board), Delhi Police
and DDA, and all other authorities op-
eratingin NCTD arehereby directed to
notdemolish the three shelters operat-
ing presently at Geeta Ghat and any
other temporary shelter without ap-
proachingthis court,” the bench said.

in their affidavit followed by an audit
of alltheshelters in Delhi.

Drawing the court's attention to
demolition of one night shelter in
February, advocate Prashant Bhush-
an submitted that the pulling down of
the shelter bearing code no. 235 at Sa-
rai Kale Khan, which was ordered by
the government officials concerned,
is unethical and unlawful because it
pertains not to any illegal encroach-
ment, but to a lawful structure.

"The demolition of the shelter on
the morning of February 15 was car-
ried out in an arbitrary and ad-hoc

manner without following any due
procedure for issuing notice of shift-
ing/demolition adequately in advance
and without making any suitable al-
ternative arrangements for the home-
less residents of the shelter in accord-
ance with the guidelines for the Shel-
ters for Urban Homeless (SUH) under
the National Urban Livelihood Mis-
sion (NULM)," Bhushan contended.

The court passed the order on an
application by petitioners and social
activists Harsh Mander and Indu Pra-
kash Singh, and two homeless resi-
dentsof Delhi,
