NEW DELHI: Chief Minister Arv-
ind Kejriwal on Friday said his
government has framed a policy
for the redevelopment of 26 noti-
fied non-conforming industrial
areas. Kejriwal also held a meet-
ing with industrialists to initiate
the layout planning phase for the
areas. The state government
announced about 10 days ago
that it will be taking steps to turn
all non-conférming industrial
areas into conforming areas.
The chief minister said the
policy has three phases. Under
the first phase, a panel of con-
sultants will be formed for pre-
paring layout plans. Industrial
associations concerned will bear
10% of the consultant charges
and the remaining will be borne
by the government, he said.
Under the second phase, the
focus will be development of
basic facilities like sewer lines,
roads, while the third phase will
see construction of community
halls. “This will remove the tag
-of non-conforming areas.” Kejri-

the government will completely
redevelop these areas, boosting
existing industries and generat-
ing a substantial number of new
employment opportunities. All
industry associations have
extended their full support to
this cause,” said Kejriwal said.

According to the Delhi Master
Plan, the demarcation of land for
residential, commercial, and
industrial use is the responsibil-
ity of the DDA. "However, when
the expansion and industrial
activities took place, the master
plans were not updated and the
industrial clusters were not cre-
ated, which led to illegal non-
conforming areas,” an official
said, requesting anonymity.

He added that industrialists
will have to be actively involved
in the drafting of this plan. The
notification process for these
areas started in 1990 and contin-
ued until 2021. Under the Delhi
Master Plan 2021, notifications
have been issued for the redevel-
opment of non-conforming
industrial areas and industrial
and warehouse clusters.

DDA to allow

merging flats
in latest plan

NEW DELHI: The Delhi Develop-
ment Authority (DDA) on Sun-
day said that it will allow merg-
ing two flats offered under the
ongoing ‘first come, first serve’
scheme for allotting 5,600 flats.

Officials said that this has
been done to give applicants
flexibility to modify and increase
living area in the flats allotted to
them,

“If an applicant happens to
buy two adjacent flats on offer in
this scheme of FCFS Phase TV, he
has the liberty of amalgamating
the two by opening a common
door through the common wall
between them, subject to neces-
sary structural approvals,” said a
DDA spokesperson.

Officials added that this is
applicable to all localities and all
types of flats on offer under the
scheme. The offer will also be
extended to applicants who buy
a new flat adjacent to a flat
which they already own from an
earlier scheme.

DDA launched the housing
scheme for over 5,600 flats
across all categories at various
locations in the national capital
on June 30. Under the scheme,
1IBHK flats are available in
Narela, Siraspur, Rohini and Lok
nayak Puram; 2BHK units have
been offered in Narela and
Dwarka while 3BHK flats are
available in Jasola.

cials, EWS and LIG segment are
being given priority in this hous-
ing scheme. Flat prices have
been fixed for these with catego-
ries with discounts. Applicants
for booking and registration of
EWS flat will have to provide
income certificate of the entire
family for less than 310 lakh.

Applicants can log in to the
DDA website and register to get
scheme details. They have 10
days to visit the sample flats in
all locations, following which the
booking of flats will be available
from 12pm on July 10.

Officials said that the scheme
is already receiving good
response from the public and
around 4000 registrations have
been made so far. According to
DDA official, EWS category peo-
ple can book the flat by giving
350,000 as booking amount, LIG
in 1 lakh, MIG in ¥4 lJakh while,
HIG can book the flat in %10 lakh.
The price of HIG flats in Jasola
Vihar ranges from 22.08 crore to
2218 crore. The price of MIG flat
in Dwarka ranges from 31.25
crore to ¥1.35 crore. While the
cost of LIG flats in Narela and
Rohini is %15 lakh, 217 lakh in
Siraspur and ¥30 lakh in Lok
Nayakpuram.

NEW DELHI: A general body
meeting of the members of the
Residents’ Welfare Association
(RWA) of Signature View Apart-
ments in north Delhi's Mukher-
Jjee Nagar was held on Sunday to
reach an agreement on the
options presented to them by the
Delhi Development Authority
(DDA).

Built in 2010, the apartment
complex has been declared dan-
gerous for residential purposes,
and ordered to be dismantled
following complaints of cracks
in beams, walls, roof and balco-
nies, in addition to falling plaster
in washrooms and kitchens.

According to RWA members,
majority of residents have
informally consented to choose
DDA’s ‘reconstruction’ option.

“Once DDA sends the agree-
ment copy, each flat owner will
consent to one of the two
options. We could not reach a
consensus on this, but90% of the
residents prefer the reconstruc-
tion offer for two reasons. First,
buyback option rates are lower
than the market value of our
apartments. Second, the new
structure will be stronger, with
more facilities such as a club-
house, which we did not have,”
said Amrendra Jha, president of
SVARWA

Earlier this year, Delhi lieu-
tenant governor VK Saxena
asked DDA to ‘vacate and dis-
mantle’ the 12 towers of Signa-
ture View Apartment after an
IIT-Delhi report deemed them
unsafe for habitation, Earlier,
residents rejected DDA's offer to
evacuate the buildings, claiming
that the rent being offered was
lower than the rates in the area,
and that DDA planned to build
over 250 additional flats in the
same space,

DDA has now provided flat
owners with two options. They

. to the society based on current

can ‘buyback’, which means they
can hand over the flat and
receive an amount comparable
to its market value from DDA.
Alternatively, flat owners can
choose 'reconstruction’, in
which DDA will reconstruct the
building while paying a rent
until new flats are ready .

On Sunday, flat owners
reached a consensus on two of
the terms of the agreement
shared by DDA last week. One of
the offers was to increase the
balcony size by two metres for
an additional fee. The second
agreement was on the number of
additional flats DDA would add

building standards.

“Residents agree that the bal-
cony size should be increased as
it would cost approximately 32
lakh more, which most residents
are willing to pay. DDA also gave
us two options for increasing the
number of flats. We have agreed
to the one with 168 additional
flats,” said Jha.

Gaurav Pandey, general secre-
tary, SVA RWA, said DDA will
add 168 flats to the society,

including 144 servant quarter
units or EWS flats, which will be
built as additional towers along-
side the clubhouse and commu-
nity centre. "In addition to the |
144 EWS units, they will build 24 |
more flats. DDA needed a con-
sensus on these two terms, bal-
cony extension and the number
of additional flats, before making
a final offer,” said Pandey.

According to DDA officials,
the final agreement is being
drafted and will be offered soon. |

“This proposal will be imple-
mented only after each of the |
336 allottees has given written |
consent to exercise one of the
two options. Every flat owner
will also be required to submit
an undertaking and an indem-
nity bond stating that their flat is
free from all encumbrances,”
said a DDA official.

DJB to adopt latest technology
to tackle water contamination

NEW DELHI: The Delhi Jal

Board (DJB) will adopt the lat-

est technology to tackle water

contamination in the areas fac-

ing the problem amidst heavy
vrainfall in the city.

Over the past two weeks,
the Additional Chief Engineers

-(Maintenance) (ACE-M) have

-actively engaged with MLAs
to compile a comprehensive
list of areas affected by water
contamination.

To address pipeline defects,
which may include cracks or
gaps in tappings allowing the

~entry of impure water, officials
suggested the use of helium-
based tracking methods.
“Helium-based tracking elimi-
nates the need for excavation
or any other obstruction, mak-
+ing it a non-disruptive and efh-
“'cient solution. Additionally, the
- DJB proposed the deployment
of special cameras that can
< 'be inserted into the pipelines.
I These high-tech cameras are
capable of detecting leaks or
« breakages within a range of up
“ to 500 metres.

Implementing these

—

advanced solutions will allow
for prompt spot repairs to the
pipelines, ensuring an uninter-
rupted and clean water supply
to consumers while avoiding
inconvenience. Recognising the
significance of this initiative,
the DJB has requested a specific
budget allocation which CM
Arvind Kejriwal has assured
that he will address.

“We will ensure that there
is no shortage of funds for pro-
viding clean and clear water
to the people of Delhi, this

plan should be implemented
quickly and in a better way,’
Kejriwal said.

“During monsoen season,
the low-lying areas of Delhi
often face waterlogging due to
incessant rains. This unfortu-
nate situation leads to water
contamination in certain areas,
as impurities somehow infil-
trate the water supply through
defects in the supply pipeline,”
the Delhi government said in
a statement.

The issue of waterlogging

is manifold. Often illegal con-
struction and using drain space
affect the flow of contaminated
water which mingles with rain
water, a former Delhi govern-
ment official said. “The smaller
drains in the lanes are covered
and used by individual houses
hence the water has no outlet.
Ideally, the smaller drain meets
the larger drain and excess drain
water is transported to the drain
basin. However poor manage-
ment of such drains often leads
to waterlogging,” he said.

Several areas in the Capi-
tal like Karol Bagh have been
facing water logging year after
year but a permanent solution
has not been found yet. The
problem is also that multiple
agencies like MCD, PWD, and
DDA work with drain and sewer
lines without being mindful of
the long-term impact of short
term measures.

As a result, residents are
exposed to several health con-
cerns, including jaundice, diar-
rhoea, and stomach infections.
