Hindi Park hit by apathy

New Delhi: Hindi Park in Da-
ryaganj, managed by the Mu-
nicipal Corporation of Delhi,
is languishing in neglect, Di-
vided into sections, the child-
ren's section has broken sli-
des, benches, and horticultu-
ral waste lying around. Local
residentssaid thatevenwitha
bit of rain, the park gets floo-
ded. The gates are broken and
stray dogs freely roam inside.
On Wednesday, there were al-
sotwo-wheelers parked inside
and homeless people sleeping
though there were school-
children presentand playing.

“I take my daughter to the
park as it is the only one close
to our house,” said Seema
Wadhwa, who lives in Darya-
ganj. “But the slides are bro-
ken and sometimes people
can be seen playing cards and
smoking in the park. There
usually are stray dogs aro-
und, making it unsafe for
children. Thereisno green co-
ver in the children's area.”
The park also has al open
gymbutduetolackof mainte-
nance, many of the installa-

tions arebroken or have parts -

missing.

“This park has seen better
days,” remarked Mohammad
Ashfaq, another local resi-
dent. “The autherities as well
as visitors should have a sense
of responsibility in keeping
the park clean and green. The-
re is garbage littered every-
where. Rain means the child-
ren's area gets flooded and re-
sults in mosquito breeding.”

While MCD has been deve-
lopingtheme parks inthe past
few years, traditional parks
like these are struggling.
Open gyms have been instal-
led in more than 1,000 MCD
parks and a fe arks.
