NEW DELHI: A 27-year-old
Zomato delivery boy has died
in a fatal hit-and-run accident
that occurred on Quter Ring
Road near the footbridge by
DDA Flats Gate in south west
Delhi's Munirka in the early
hours of Monday morning.

The police were alerted
about the incident through
a PCR call at the Kishangarh
Police Station.

The deceased was identified
as Harendra (27) son of Suresh
Chand Sharma resident of RK
Puram, New Delhi.

A case has been regis-
tered under sections 281(1)
and 106(1) of the BNS PS

mation report (FIR). The post-
mortem of the deceased is
currently underway.

Authorities are continuing
their probe into the hit-and-
run, and efforts are being made
to apprehend the driver respon-
sible for the fatal accident.
